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Noise Meter Setup and Testing by Ron Lockhart:

TEST SET UP: Set meter to “A” weighting scale & “Slow” response and the meter scat@trange. Put model
upwind of meter with right side of airplane centerline 10 feet from meter (s®&)beith the airplanes right side

toward meter, left side toward wind. Restrain airplane with one person, with mmbjbets nearby. Hold meter just
behind prop arc (10 feet away). With motor at full throttle, read meter and recomdca information as you have.
Some data is better than none! Generally, test under 80 inch wingspan planegat Kbfeve 80 inches at 25 feet.

I'd like to have several tested at both distances. Test Set up for Helicogtersame, except the helicopter hovers at
58.5 inches high (1.5 meters) while meter is read. Send any questions and data to Ron, lynatipe¢c for the
